In fulltime employemtn an individual is employed for the whole of the working week by a singlar employer.


This is still the most ususal type of employment .In most european countries, full tinme employemnt means working between 35-40 hours per week In 1994 the advarage working week fir the European union countries was 39 hours. This type if employment is common in most areas if the economy , but particually common in the poublic sector, for example in educaction and health.


A feature of employment in the UK has been the steady rise in the number of part-time employees.This can be seen in the graph below
